Please note that coaches and parent assistants have different levels of responsibility and consequently, different paperwork that must be filed.  If you are serving our school or parish in any other capacity, it is likely you have completed all necessary requirements (perhaps with the exception of your assigned work night).  However, if you have not met all necessary requirements, it is important you do so as soon as possible.    
Whether you have completed the requirements or not, I am asking each family with youth currently playing softball or baseball, to complete and sign the attached yellow sheets and return them to the St. Monica Concession Stand at your next home game or practice.  There is a lockbox near the nacho cheese machine for this purpose.

Youth Protection (applies to all parents, coaches, umpires over 18 years of age)
The Archdiocese of St. Louis provides the sexual-abuse prevention program "Protecting God's Children" to parishes, schools, and archdiocesan agencies. Ethical Conduct (applies to all parents, coaches, umpires over 18 years of age) 
All parents and coaches are required to read, understand, and agree to the Archdiocese Commitment to Ethical Conduct.   The full text is available at www.stmonicasports.org or call Dan Siemer at 314-517-4864 for a printed copy.   The signature page is included.  
Background Check (applies to coaches, any parents actively helping at practice, umpires over 18 years of age)
Head coaches and all parents actively coaching need to submit a Missouri Worker Registration Background Check.   See attached document.  

CYC Coaches Training (applies to lead and assistant coaches)
Head coaches are required to attend “Coaching to Make a Positive Difference” training class.  Information is available at the www.cycstl.net website.  Our goal is to have three coaches per team meeting all requirements to be a coach in the CYC.  All parents that assist with any practice should be up to date on all youth protection requirements; MO Background Check and Protecting God’s Children class.  Note: A coaches ID card will be issued to those completing this training.  A separate CYC ID Card is not required if you have this coaches ID card.
CYC ID Cards (applies to players 5th grade and above)
All coaches, assistant coaches and players grade 5 and older are required to have CYC ID cards to participate in any game.  ID cards can be processed online or in person.  Please visit www.cycstl.net for more information.  
Worknight (applies to parents of all players)
At least two (2) hours of volunteer time per child need to be provided to the St. Monica Athletic Association.  Each team will be assigned a Wednesday Team Work Night during the season.  We will take a deposit check of $50 per player that will be returned after completion of the assigned work night.  A log book is kept in the concession stand for parent sign in on work nights.  If you absolutely cannot work on the night assigned to your team, please attend on another evening or contact Dan Siemer if you want a project outside of worknight.  We are blessed to have wonderful athletic facilities and desire to keep them in great condition.  Thank you for your help.
Uniform Deposit (applies to all players) 
We will be collecting a $50.00 deposit per uniform.  Please make check payable to St. Monica Athletic Association.  Your Check will be returned at the end of the season when the uniform is returned.  
Body Protection (applies to boys 3rd grade and older and all pitchers)
All boys 3rd grade and older should be wearing protective cups.  More pitchers are wearing face masks and heart protection.  If your son or daughter is pitching, you should research these devices and contemplate if they are right for you.
